Changes to the cost of the fifteen near term recommendations provided in the MsCIP Interim Report and Engineering Appendix dated August 2006 due to the refinement of the real estate cost estimate have been made.  These changes are not reflected in the Interim Report or Engineering Appendix but are identified in the Addendum to the Real Estate Appendix dated November 2006 which is included in this report.  In addition the recommendation for funding of Hurricane Evacuation Planning has been eliminated in the table presented below which summarizes those near-term recommendations which pertain to implementation by the US Army Corps of Engineers.  Hurricane Evacuation Planning is a critical element in the overall comprehensive planning but the requirement for these activities is best put in the hands of the Department of Homeland Security, Federal Emergency Management Agency.  The total cost of the near-term recommendations is $107,690,000 as reflected below.
